
CARNIVAL 2023 RULES 
 

The rules that will govern the Mojácar 2023 Carnival on the 17th, 18th and 

22nd of February will be the following: 

 
FIRST.- In order to participate as a troupe, it must be made up of a minimum of 6 

members and be registered with the Mojácar Council Festivities Department. 

 

– REGISTRATION: This will be done by registering at Mojácar Town Hall, with a 

general application, which will state the following: 

 

* Name of the troupe.  

 

* Members of the troupe: Name, surnames and age.  

 

* Telephone number and name of the troupe representative. 

 

- REGISTRATION PERIOD: From Tuesday 17th January 2023 to Friday 3rd February 

2023 (both included).  

 

SECOND.- CARNIVAL 2023 ACTIVITIES:  

 

- CHILDREN’S CARNIVAL, Friday 17th February at the Multi-Uses Centre at 6pm. 

 

- CARNIVAL PROCESSION, Saturday 18th February on the Paseo del Mediterráneo 

at 5pm.  

 

The troupes will have to be at the procession start point at 4.30pm, Río Aguas 

roundabout, in front of Talleres Azor, to order the parade.  

 

To make the procession better, it will have to be compact, without gaps between the 

cars and the troupes. 

 

The Local Council will put on the sound equipment, each troupe being responsible for 

bringing a car with a ball mount and driver. 

 

Attendance at the carnival parade is mandatory, a minimum of 6 people per troop, to 

be entitled to financial assistance. 

 

- CHOREOGRAPHY COMPETITION for troupes, Saturday 18th February in the 

Parque Comercial, once the carnival procession has finished.  

 

Only the duly registered troupes will be able to take part. 

 

The prizes will be:  

 

1st Prize awarded by the Parque Comercial 200€  

 

2nd Prize awarded by Mojácar Council 125€  

 



3rd Prize awarded by Mojácar Council 75€  

 

- CARNIVAL DANCE, Saturday 18th February in the Multi-Uses Centre. 

 

The troupes must be assembled in the Multi-Uses Centre before 11pm. 

 

- BURIAL OF THE SARDINE, Wednesday 22nd February at 8.30pm. Going from the 

Multi-Uses Centre to Plaza Nueva. 

 

THIRD.- FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE. To be eligible for financial assistance from 

Mojácar Council, the troupes will have to be correctly registered and attend the carnival 

procession, a minimum of 6 people per troupe (non-attendance of the troupe at the 

procession or in a number of less than 6 by the same, will be a reason for not having 

the right to receive financial assistance, either for the parade or for the rest of the 

carnival 2023 activities). 

 

The financial help will be:  

 

• Adult………………………………………………………….…..35€/person  

 

• Child………………………………………..……………….……...15€/person  

 

Divided into  

 

Adults:  

• Attendance at carnival parade......................………………..20€/person 

 

• Attendance at carnival dance ………......................................10€/person  

 

• Attendance burial of the sardine ………………………………....5€/person  

 

Children:  

 

• Attendance at carnival parade......................………………..5€/person 

 

• Attendance at carnival dance ………......................................5€/person  

 

• Attendance burial of the sardine ………………………………....5€/person  

 

 

FOURTH.- The troupes, properly registered, which have representation at the carnival 

procession (minimum 6 members), at the carnival dance and at the burial of the 

sardine, will receive a basket. The value of the basket will depend on the participation 

of the members of the troupes in the different carnival activities.
